Junior Leadership Training Academy is "an experience of a lifetime."  

This series of courses offer special training and fellowship that complement the 

regular outpost Ranger meetings while earning merits.  The training is 

concentrated in a single, long week-end and encourages teamwork to complete 

the course(s).  The young men who attend these training courses are 

motivated to improve their leadership and basic skills in various areas, 

including camping, backpacking, canoeing, and wilderness survival.  

The camp(s) are offered in August.  Each camp is $100.00 (includes food and 'lodging')

The training is held at Camp Wilderness in Waupaca, WI. 

All of the instructors are certified and have completed many hours of training instruction.

Upon successful completion of (5) training courses, the Ranger graduates from the 

Training Academy; earns a saber; and is eligible for advanced leadership experiences.
