As a matter of safety and to further clarify this policy, the following guidelines are provided:  

(Although, under proper supervision, the boys may be able to do other activities on the cars).

Group      Grade Activity Level

Rainbow         (ages 4-5) General design (plan); assist sand/ paint car.

Ranger Kids   (grades K-2) General design (plan); assist sand/ paint car; some assembly.

Discovery       (grades 3-5) General design (plan); car shaping; sand/ paint car; some assembly.

Adventure       (grades 6-8) Plan, cut, shape, paint, and assemble car;  supervision with power tools

Expedition      (grades 9-12) Plan, cut, shape, paint, and assemble car with supervision only.
